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The artist, a California native living in the San Diego area for most of her life, is known for her use of color. She feels color that is inspired by nature stimulates the emotions and stirs the soul.

Her interest in art, in some form, has been part of her life forever. Beginning with ice-skating costume design, she added needlework, and mastered ceramic arts, before discovering fine art painting.

She started painting for her own enjoyment, expressing her interest in nature through her love of animals, birds, and flowers. Her early work, in oil, was African wildlife portraits and tropical birds until she was inspired by the flower paintings of Simon Bull.

Judy paints mostly in oil, followed by pastels then acrylics, depending on subject, to develop her techniques and highlight her use of color.

Over the years she has been fortunate to have studied fine art, in several mediums, and has taken many lessons and classes taught by several successful local artists.

A past member of the Wildlife Artists Association, East County Art Association and Pastel Society, she is a current member of San Diego Associated Fine Artists, Foothills Art Association and the Southwest Artists Association.

Currently she exhibits in the Foothills Art Gallery, La Mesa, CA and the Southwest Artists Association, Gallery 23 in the Spanish Village Art Center, Balboa Park, and San Diego, CA and in rotating exhibits throughout San Diego County.  Her paintings are in private collections in France, Japan, Mexico, and the United States.
